San Jose, CA – April 25, 2021 at 1PM – Crimes against the Asian-American community have 
risen dramatically since the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic. During the past month, the 
United States has been exposed to even more violence against the elderly, women, and the AAPI 
community. Throughout this monumental period in United States history, the AAPI Community 
has continued to rally together. The AAPI Community continues to unite.  

Today, Adam S. Juratovac (@AdamJTheLawyer) announced the April 25, 2021 #StopAsianHate 
Community Rally and March to occur on Sunday, April 25, 2021 at 1:00PM at Cesar Chavez Plaza 
in San Jose, CA. 

Rally organizers request that attendees wear black to promote solidarity to survivors and 
victims of these acts of hate.  

I. APRIL 25, 2021 - RALLY SPECIAL FEATURES: 
 

1. OPEN MICROPHONE 
The Rally will include a time for open microphones. During this time, we will allow the 
community members to take control of the stage and share their thoughts about 
#STOPASIANHATE with the community.  
 
Note: Community groups (or friend groups) that bring 10+ members to the rally will move 
to the front of the speaking line.  
 

2. #STOPASIANHATE SOCIAL MEDIA ADVOCATE TOOL KIT  
(Tool Kit At Bottom of Email)  
In 2021, Social Media equates to word-of-mouth marketing. Due to Covid-19, many 
people do not feel comfortable attending a Civil Rights rally. However, those individuals 
want to find ways to engage and participate in the rally.  
 
The #StopAsianHate Social Media Advocate Tool Kit gives individuals 5-days of 
content to share in support of #StopAsianHate.  
 
This tool kit is shared with local high schools and youth to engage their local 
communities. This rally engages the youth.

The 3/21/21 Rally saw over 2,500 community members rally at San Jose City Hall 
Rotunda. The April 25, 2021 Rally will have Professional Grade Speaker Systems.  
 

4. PRIVATE SECURITY 
The Rally organizer’s goal is to make sure everyone gets home safely. The rally has 
retained private security for the April 25, 2021 Rally.  
 

5. VOTER REGISTRATION TABLES 
Asian-American Pacific Islander Community constitutes as 38% of the eligible voting 
population in Santa Clara County, however, our community does not vote with as much 
power as it can. The Rally will have voter registration tables and information available. We 
must register our eligible family members and neighbors to vote!  
 

6. TIKTOK FAMOUS CELEBRITIES WILL BE IN ATTENDANCE

1. Foster a lasting environment where our Asian-American and Pacific Islander community 
members feel their maintained safety, empowerment, and human dignity; 

2. Unite the South Bay Area community groups to display strength and ally ship for Stopping 
Asian Hate.  

3. Echo common messages that the San Jose community will not tolerate acts of hate against 
our community members, under any circumstance.
